Modern Psycho-analyst Portrayed by Junior Class 

"Six Stitches for Ego", a startling, wacky comedy was presented by the Junior 
class on March 17, 1961, under the direction of Mr. Joseph Viggiano, Latin in­
structor, assisted by Melissa McGinty, student director. 

The play depicted an average day in the Bell School for Adults which psycholo­
gists Dr. Solomon Bell had conducted for years. The school served as a refuge for 
persons who are quiet and sensible on the surface, but have stormy feelings build­
ing up on the inside. 

A hungry chorus girl, a "gentle" banker, a spinster, a frustered commercial 
artist, a nineteen year old mother of triplets and an unhappy debutante were 
included on the usual guest list. 

This three act comedy, written by Vera and Ken Tarpley, was produced by 
special arrangement with Row, Peterson, and Company of New York.
